The Waikato/Bay of Plenty Cancer Society is gearing up for 
the worldwide phenomenon that is Relay For Life. 
Registrations have now opened for the Hamilton and Rotorua 
events in 2012. 

“Relay For Life is a worldwide event, with more than five million 
people taking part every year,” says Waikato/Bay of Plenty 
spokesperson Alisha Kennedy. 

“Torrential rain meant last year’s Hamilton event was cut short. 
We still attracted about 1200 participants and raised 
approximately $220,000 for the Waikato/Bay of Plenty Cancer 
Society, but spectator numbers were significantly down. This 
year we’re hoping for fine weather so more people are 
encouraged to visit this spectacular event.

“Relay For Life is popular because everyone has been affected 
by cancer in some way, so it brings people of all different 
backgrounds together for a common cause,” explains Alisha.

Relay For Life involves teams of ten or more either walking or 
running non-stop around a track for 22 hours, having 
fundraised before the event. “But it’s not a race,” explains 
Alisha. “Relay For Life is really about encouraging everyone to 
celebrate with those who have overcome cancer, remember 
their loved ones lost to cancer, and fight back against a 
disease which affects one in three New Zealanders through 
fundraising for the Cancer Society,” says Alisha. 

Teams are being urged to register quickly as tent sites fill up 
fast. “People love the overnight festival atmosphere with plenty 
of entertainment, competitions, and some amazing costumes. 
It’s a truly fun event to be involved in,” says Alisha.

The Lodge can accommodate more than 700 people each year and has allowed the 
Cancer Society to expand its support services and health promotion activities in the 
community.

Waikato/Bay of Plenty Cancer Society chief executive Judy Gould says the Lodge is the 
biggest project in the division’s history. “It’s fantastic that guests, visitors, staff and now 
even architects have recognised this unique building. But truly, the Lodge is more than 
just an accommodation facility – it will be a place where people who are going through 
similar experiences can support and learn from each other in a unique environment.”

The extensive fundraising campaign for the Cancer Society's Lions Lodge continues. 
“The need for the new facility was anticipated, so the Cancer Society was able to cover 
purchase of the site and some of the building costs; however, we still need to raise $1.5 
million to cover additional costs,” says Judy.
