You bring one out, light and stick it in your mouth, no problem, its burning you think what am I really smoking, the answer to that my dear friend is DEATH. 

Hi I'm Luke and I'm here to convince you smokes should be kept out of sight. What I mean is when you walk into a shop[ what do you see behind the shopkeeper - smokes, these Death sticks need to be moved away from places people will look so the saying 

"Out of Sight, Out of Mind" comes into my speech. 

Yes it is true smokes look good and they are the primary colours red, blue, green and they always on site - guaranteed when you walk into a dairy or petrol station, you will always see cigarettes.
