Note 1  Statement of Accounting Policies

Reporting Entity

Cancer Society of New Zealand (Wellington Division) Incorporated is an Incorporated Society under the Incorporated Societies Act 
1908.

General Accounting Policies

The general accounting principles recognised as appropriate for the measurement and reporting of the financial position on an 
historical cost method (with the exception of investments) have been followed in preparation of these accounts.

(a)	 Accounts Receivable:
	 Accounts Receivable are stated at their estimated realizable value after writing off any debts considered uncollectable.

(b)	 Inventories:
	 All inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value.

(c)	 Investment and Related Income:
	 All investments are recorded at net market value except that cash and short-term deposits are at cost and all income not 

received in cash is accrued at balance date.
	 Realised gains and losses from investments and unrealised gains and losses on revaluation of investments are recognised in the 

Statement of Financial Performance.

(d)	 Fixed Assets and Depreciation:
	 Fixed assets are recorded at cost less accumulated depreciation.  Depreciation has been provided on a straight line basis over 

the estimated economic life of these assets.
