Kia ora - E te iwi  

Funding Application Process
The Cancer Society provides funding for Kia ora - E te iwi programmes to ten Maori Health Providers per year.  The funding of $4,000 per programme is distributed through a funding application round once a year.  Applications for 2012 are due by 30 April 2012. 
Process

Eligible Maori Health Providers complete an application form which is submitted to the Cancer Society by 30 April.
Applications are considered by funding panel and all applicants notified by 31 July.
Successful applicants invoice the Cancer Society for the agreed funding. 
Successful applicants agree to deliver Kia ora - E te iwi within 12 months of receiving funding. 

Providers are required to do an evaluation, complete the Cancer Society report form at the end of the programme and send it to the Cancer Society National Office.
If the programme does not go ahead the provider agrees to return the funding to the Cancer Society.
Eligibility Criteria 

To be eligible for funding applicants are required to meet the following criteria:

· Be a Maori Health Provider

· Work with whanau affected by cancer 
· Have at least two facilitators trained to deliver Kia ora - E te iwi 
· Have not received Cancer Society funding for Kia ora - E te iwi in the last 12 months 

Facilitator Training 
The Cancer Society provides facilitator training for up to 20 Maori facilitators a year. The next training is 13/14 February 2012.  Facilitators wanting to attend the training complete a Facilitator Training Application Form and return it to Cancer Society by 5 December 2011.
