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Many people now enjoy
smokefree work spaces and
rarely have to share indoor
space with smokers. People
who work in New Zealand
schools can decide on their
own policy about smoking,
although there is a trend for
more and more schools to opt
for being totally smokefree.

As well as being a workplace,
a school is also a place where
young people are taught
and influenced. A totally
smokefree school ensures

a school environment which
is consistent with teaching
in the health curriculum
encouraging students to
quit smoking or not to start.
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A totally smokefree school has no smoking
in its buildings or grounds, 24 hours a day
and seven days a week.
